6 Red Snooker – Classic Rules 
 

1. Delete the "Foul and a Miss" rule 
 

2. After any foul, the incoming player has 3 options: 

(a) Play from where the balls have come to rest 

(b) Ask the opponent to play again from where the balls have come to rest 

(c) Play the cue ball from anywhere on the table, except when snookers are required by the striker; 

 
3. A player cannot snooker behind a nominated ball after potting a red ball.
